Summary

During the month of September 2024, the Blanco Police Department saw an increase in officer
engagement with the community and an increase in calls for service, however there was a decrease
in verified offenses. Considering this new data is still in the early stages of collection and analysis,
it 1s difficult to determine if this decrease is due to reduced crime rates or increased officer
proactivity. There are no apparent crime trends at this time. The Police Department will continue
to closely monitor data to determine if any crime trends begin to develop.

Disclosure

Many data collection sources were utilized to compile the presented information to include Record
Management System reporting and administrative logs. In our continued effort to report accurate
and transparent numbers, the department discloses that the RMS system is continuously updated
and reports run at various times, sometimes producing different results. Care should be taken when
comparing this monthly report to other data reports as different data collection methods and data
sources may be used. The data provided is for informational use only.
